We really don't know the exact year since they didn't have numbers for yea rs like we do now. Using our
calendar, Jesus' cru cifixion was between 30 to 33 AD. We do know that he died at the beginning of

the Jewish Passover festival. That's why most years  Easter and Passover are so close together. Easter,
Resurrection Day, is always the first Sunday after the first full moon after the virginal equinox (the
beginning of spring). Good Friday, when Jesus died, was the Friday before the  Resurrection . Jesus is the
only known person to have died almost 2000 years ago and still be alive  today. Pretty neat!
